       Deconstruction theory is a theory that appeared After construction 
theory، and it tends، through some key principles، to reach the 
purposive and the main meaning of the text by the means of different 
perspectives. In other words، deconstruction is a critical literary theory 
and a contemporary philosophical approach that work together to 
reach exact concept of the text، and this is achieved through reading 
and analyzing the text. 

       The elements of deconstruction that are used to analyze texts are 
some significant elements. Jacques Derrida، the founder of this 
literary approach، has successfully made his theory a modern one and 
he has given it enough recognition that the theory is now widely used 
to tackle and analyze various texts. In today’s literary world، 
deconstruction is of so much significance and is one of the frequently 
practiced approaches to understand texts. What distinguishes 
deconstruction is that it provides the critic with new insights to 
approach texts and analyze them; in other words، deconstruction 
attempts to present a new and genuine explanation to the contexts it 
tackles. 

In this dissertation the principles of deconstruction are specified and 
introduced through its pioneers in different schools. To this end، the 
poetry excerpts are interpreted in accordance with the principles and 
strategies  of deconstruction theory.
